Wristbands will be provided at the welcome desk for those presenting a COVID-19 vaccination or
negative PCR test (results within 72 hours) which will allow access throughout our club. Masks are
not required outdoors (see exception during parties) but are required indoors for everyone.

SYC is required to follow the City of New Orleans mandates and appreciates everyone’s
cooperation in the best interest of safety. Our Board of Governors believes having the parties
outdoors will allow everyone to enjoy our wonderful food, beverages, bands and celebrations
throughout the weekend. Our many volunteers have been planning this regatta for two years and
guarantee a memorable event.
